Our students will perform a shared program with young 
musicians from the Conservatorio Padre Antonio Soler.

• San Lorenzo de El Escorial
A UNESCO World Heritage Site. This concert will be part of an artistic collaboration and exchange with the 
conservatorio’s youth orchestra.
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• Segovia 
A beautiful medieval city known for its Roman aqueduct and cathedral.
This concert will be presented in collaboration with a local children’s choir, oāering our musicians a unique 
choral–orchestral performance experience.
